Bill Watson Tribute

The club sadly reports that we have lost one of our greatest legends in former Test Cricketer
Billy Watson who was a stalwart at the top of the innings for St George throughout the 50's
alongside Warren Saundersat¥on was aged 87.

Until his passing on the weekend William James Watson (L2811.8) was batting in the
unfamiliar position of number five in the list of living Australian Test cricketers. Bill as he was
known or his cricket nicknamainks, which he dil not like, was an outstanding schoolboy
cricketer firstly as a leg spinner then as an aggressive opening batsman. He played most of h
life as an opening batsman representing Waverley D C C , St George D C C, NSW and
Australia. He was a permanent fixtaren Jack Chegwyndés X10s and
years for the Cricketers Club of NSW where he was captain, retiring in 1975 aged 44.

Il n between there was a tour to the Wdsw |
Zealand with the Ausgalian second X1 side in 195 under the captaincy of lan Craig. It was
his Test debut against England that caused the cricket public to sit up and take notice. It was
fifth first class match having been twelfth man in the previous Test. He madeltsfor

NSW against QI d at-55aganstQueenbldncaind téenmays ldtex was 9 5 .
picked to play for NSW against the strong MCC X1 attack of Bedser, Tyson and Loader. The
record books show that he scored 155 in just over six hours.

ThewWd son family were produce merchants at
that there was time off for his cricketing sons Bill and John, who also played for the Waverley
and St George D C C. Bill had dreamed of playing for Australia as a ligfleH@owas obsessed
with cricket to the extent that his mother used to throw balls to him down the side passage of
their house at Bondi. She purchased a green schoolboy cricket cap-&mners Department
Store in Sydney and Bill cut out a balsawood Austnacoat of arms and stuck it to the cap.
Such was the confidence of the young Watson.

Watson scored 1,958 runs at 32.09 for NSW over an eight year period and at St George scor:
8,691 runs at 45.3. Bill only ever played first grade scoring more tharub8@ season on

twelve occasions. He figured in three double century partnerships for the club and made 16 fi
grade centuriesMany of the runs were scored with Warren Saunders, the two being the most
formidable opening batsman in Sydney Grade Cricket




Bill Watson was the sixth St George player to play for Australia and th&l$8V player in the
clubs 108 year history. He was a wonderful raconteur. His cricket and life stories were endles
He had a great interest in aircraft and would diexg bookshops to purchase books that he
would spend hours reading. He had a formidable model collection of planes, boats and
buildings that he spend hours carefully putting together. Bill in many ways kept to himself
preferring a quiet lifestyle. On hi©8birthday a surprise luncheon was held for him attended
by many of his team mates of earlier days, some he had not seen for many years. The stori
flowed and Bill was in his element. Cricket in many ways was very important to Bill. It gave
him a life,one he only dreamt about, but one that came to fruition.

We extend our deepest sympathies to the Watson family.

The 1st game for 2019 will be a memorable one for many good reasons. Both teams came
together to pay tribute to former Australian, NSW ah&8orge legend Bill Watson with a
minutes silence. Watson passed away two weeks ago aged 87.

Wests won the toss and threw the Saints in to bat first. The loss of Stapleton saw NSW star
Kurtis Patterson come together with Luke Bartier-aDland put simly, they made the day

their own with a record breaking 309 run partnership. Ironically the record they broke was the
2nd wicket stand which was for 264 runs and had stood for over 50 years. It was set by Norm
O'Neill and guess who .... Bill Watson. It was if the great man was smiling down on these

two young Saints.

The partnership had club officials referring to their records to check just what had been
achieved. At this stage we can confirm

Bartier was eventually dismissed for 133 which came off 133 balls with 8 x 4's and 5 x 6's.
Patterson remained not awmith 167 which could be the highest limited overs century for the
club (pending check). He batted for 147 balls and hit 17 x 4's and 4 x 6's. It was a masterful
display of aggression and sensibility with his turning over of the strike as impressive as his
attacking play. It is his 10th century for St George in 1st Grade and his 2nd highest with the 1
he scored in 20212 his best.

The Saints finished with-349.

With NSW legend Trent Copeland also back in the fold it was always going to be a tough
chaseWests, who were a player down after a fielding mishap were dismissed in the 48th ovel
for 194 with Tom Ortiz continuing his great form witk83 and two wickets being shared by
skipper Copeland, Bartier and leg spinner Englebr&ghat a day.

Mosman

Mosman had just declared th&id innings at 9 for 303 and gave St George the choice to either bat out the
remaining 2 sessions or score 294 to thim game outright and become premiers

The game had already produced the ebb and flows only cricket can produce and with the Mosman team
comprising the two representative quicks, their captain and former Austratraniadler Shane Lee, NSW
representativélartin Haywood and one of best cricketers in Sydney Grade Cricket in Craig Hughes, they had
the competitive spirit and know how to turn the game on its.head

St George was captained by former NSW opening batsman Geoff Milliken and included fast bollenétei
who'd made his NSW shield debut the year before, 20 year old Graeme Rummans who went on to play for
NSW and Victoria and a number of NSXd Xl players

Standing next to Spike and our No.5, Craig
McComb we simply shook our heads with "nothing silly" resonating through our minds as the ball was being
retrieved from the Hurstville Oval garden beds.

Thankfully, and with great reliethe boys got through to lunch. As Words sat down to take his pads off, he
looked up and I just smiled and shook my head. In typical Words style, he just laughed

That afternoon we witnessed one of the great innings in Sydney grade cricket. Words Bxathang

McQuire put on 184 for the first wicket and at 3 for 299 after 72 overs, we'dwerr e my fiwor ds 0O
helped himself to 159 not out in a dominant display. His freedom, courage and skills won him the John Benuz
award for Player of the Final &gr steered St George to it first grade premiership

Jeremy Bray went on to play International Cricket for Ireland and against Scotland he became the first Irish
player to score a One day International century

In 2007, Ireland made their World Cup debut against Zimbabwe and Jeedghyated the occasion with a man
of the match performance scoring 115 off 137 balls in what turned out to be a tied game
